Has the free world gone compl etely bonkers?

Looking Back In History

Onerecalls the days, just prior to the outbreak of World War 11, when that Austrian-born madman was
trying to become the ruler of the world.



His name was Adolf Hitler, Chancellor of Germany for 12 years, from 1933 until 1945.

During his dictatorship of Germany, he engineered a coalition with Italy and Japan in an attempt to become
the first world' s first emperor.

When World War 11 ended on August 4, 1945, with the surrender of The Empire of Japan at Tokyo Bay,
more than 70 million people lay dead, around the world, victims of the most-horrific war in the history of
the world.

World War |1 started with Germany’ sinvasion of Poland on September 1, 1939, about six years later,
Germany’s magjor cities had been utterly destroyed along with its once military might.

In Japan, some 129,000 Japanese civilians lay dead in Nagasaki and Hiroshima, following the dropping of
two atom bombs on these cities by the US Air Force.

Many people, especialy the elderly Jewish population of Isragl, find it difficult to forget the horrors of
World War Il — because, anong other things, Chancellor Adolf Hitler had determined, during hisreign to
attempt to eradicate the Jews from the face of the earth.

He succeeded to the extent of murdering some six million Jewish men, women and children, mostly in
concentration camps where they were gassed to death.

At the outset of World War 11, with Germany’ s unprovoked attack on Poland, only Great Britain and France
declared war on Germany in accordance with the Accord of March 31, 1939, signed by the Governments of
the United Kingdom and France, both countries, having pledged support for Poland in the event that its
independence was threatened.

The US did not enter the war until December 7, 1941, following Japan, bombing Pearl Harbour at 7:48 am,
leaving 2,403 US servicemen killed and another 1,178 US servicemen wounded, many of whom
subsequently died from their wounds.

It isonly too obvious that the world did not learn the lessons that led to the outbreak of World War Il and of
evil that was personified in the three demented players who were responsible for the deaths of tens of
millions of people: The mad, Austrian, Chancellor of Germany; the mad Italian, Benito Amilcare Andrea
Mussolini, Prime Minister from 1922 until 1943; and, the land-hungry, Japanese military ‘machine’,
orchestrated by the duo of Vice Admiral Chuichi Nagumo of The Imperial Japanese Navy and |soroku

Y amamoto, Marshal Admiral, Commander-in-Chief of The Imperial Japanese Navy.

Who AreThose ISIL Fighters?

Itisvery clear that ISIL, while it makes the claim to be comprised, completely, of zealots of Islam, is not
following the tenets of the Q' ran.

She managed to escape her captors and found her way to Turkey. Her two sisters are thought, still, to bein
the hands of ISIL where they remain as sex slaves.

Similar stories of females, some as young as 10 years old, were raped repeatedly by 1SIL commanders who,
always, had the pick of Yazidi female prisoners and, if the captives female are not considered agreeable to
the commanders' sexual perversions, they are often sold or given as presentsto ISIL fighters.

But it is not just the so-called Jihadists who engage in rape and murder of female Y azidis because, of late, it
has been proven that European mercenaries have joined the ranks of I1SIL, after converting to Islam, having
been promised female slaves to do their bidding —in and out of bed.

These American, European and Australian and New Zealand mercenaries make their way to Syriaand Irag
and, following their pledging of allegianceto ISIL, they are given afemale to be their sex slave along with
weaponry to fight and, also, some money.
